Executive Committee Meeting

Held on 10.09.05 at 8 am at Chandigarh

1. SK Mathur (President) was in chair – conducted by VK Kapoor (Hony Secretary); attended by JD Wig (President Elect) TK Chattopadhyay (Imm Past President) C Khandelwal (Joint Secretary) SK Raul, A Bhatnagar, Mahesh Thombare, MK Mohapatra, SP Haribhakti, Md Ibrarullah and Deepak Govil. Anil Agrwal, SA Dhorepatil, CM Chandramohan, H Ramesh did not attend

2. Minutes of EC and General Body Meeting held at Cochin in September 2004 had been circulated to all members – no comments were received.

3. SK Mathur observed that SGE is different from General Surgery. Genral Surgeons can not become GI Surgeons overnight. To start SGE Course (MCh or DNB) there should be a separate department of SGE with separate faculty. Letter to go to PGIMER, Chandigarh in this regard. Similarly MIS is not synonymous with SGE.

4. EC strongly opined that a letter be sent to NBE/ MCI that to maintain standards, examinations should be held at MCh/ DNB departments only and inspectors and examiners should be from recognised SGE departments. 
5. Amended (Sept 2004) constitution is in force.

6. Only 18 new members enrolled this year. It was observed that membership criteria are already too lax and they need not be further diluted for next 5 years. One reason why young hard core GI Surgeons are not becoming members is the essential requirement of being ASI member. Advantages and disadvantages of being a Section of ASI were discussed. Finally it was resolved in principle to separate out from ASI. Technicalities and formalities to be worked out.

 
7. No nominations were received for President Elect. Only one nomination of Dr Sunil Kumar, Jamshedpur was received for EC member.

8. XVth National Conference was held at AIMS, Cochin 16-19 September 2004 with Dr Puneet Dhar as Organising Secretary. It was attended by 350 registered delegates (Bhopal 2003 was 465) 88 abstracts were received (Bhopal 96, Chandigarh 66). Concerns were expressed about decreasing number of abstracts. Several suggestions were made e.g. financial support for travel, registration, accommodation for good abstracts; publications of abstracts in Tropical Gastroenterology. 

9. Contributions from Organising Secretaries of National Conferences – 2002 Hyderabad 50,000, 2003 Bhopal 25,000 (21,500 due reminder to be sent), 2004 Cochin 100,000. Cochin’s contributions was highly appreciated. Organising Secretaries to be asked to submit Audited Accounts.

10. RA Sastry, Hyderabad nominated Sectional Editor for IJS – noted

11. President and Secretary IASG were invited by MoH to attend meeting on accreditation of hospitals and recertification of doctors every 5 years based on CME credits. SK Mathur and Peush Sahni (in place of VKK) attended.
12. Structure for scientific programme of National Conferences 

Thursday CME – speakers to submit text of lectures – to be distributed as soft copy/ spiral bound printouts.

Fri-Sat-Sun forenoon – conference including, live workshop/ moderated videos

Basic structure as in Chandigarh

Registration fee to be revised accordingly
13. Scientific Programme Committee to be nominated by the President, President Elect, Immediate Past President and Hony Secretary - Term of 2 years, should have a chairman, 3-4 members, organising secretary.

Will prepare guidelines for selection of faculty (based on academic background and contributions, clinical work, commitment to speciality and Association, communication skills etc).

Will prepare programme (including faculty) for next Conference well in advance

Will monitor performance of faculty

Will nominate chairpersons (1 IASG+ 1 local)

Programme prepared by Scientific Committee to be informed to EC for comments/ suggestions. Standy topics and speakers for last minute absentees. Punishment for absentees to be decided by General Body

14. Letter of Dr Sunil Kumar about selection of faculty – covered by Scientific Programme 

Letter of Dr JM Mehta about failing to organise National Conference 2005 – the extent and nature of punishment to be decided by General Body.

Correspondence between Dr PK Patnaik and Dr A Ramesh – President to talk to both and settle the issue

Correspondence between Dr Ramananda Das+ Dr NN Ganguly and Dr SK Khanna – Not discussed as it pertains to ASI
